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Message from the Headmaster

As 2021 comes to a close, | would like to offer nine
lessons that we have learnt this year, maybe best

put as ‘what COVID-19 has taught us’. The pandemic
has provided important lessons from which we can

go forward and flourish, being the better for the
experience. We might even be more prepared now than
those who have gone before us.

Here are the nine that | thought of:

1. Routine, when tested, has a place.

Routine is often important, especially when times are
uncertain. Even the rudimentary task of making one’s bed can
have benefits.

Every morning in my own Year 11 Boarding year, my Housemaster
would show up in my room and inspect our beds. If you had
made it correctly, the corners would be square, the covers pulled
tight, the pillow centred just under the headboard and the extra
blanket folded neatly at the foot of the bed.

It was a simple task, mundane at best, but every morning we
were required to make our bed to perfection. It seemed a little
ridiculous at the time, but the wisdom of this simple act has been
proven to me many times over.

If you make your bed every morning, you will have accomplished
the first task of the day. It will give you a small sense of pride, and

it will encourage you to do another task and another and another.

By the end of the day that one task completed will have turned
into many tasks completed. Making your bed will also reinforce
the fact that the little things in life matter. If you can’t do the little
things right, you will never do the big things right.

And if by chance you have a miserable day, you will come home
to a bed that is made - that you made - and a made bed gives
you encouragement that tomorrow will be better.

If you want to change the world, start off by making your bed.

2. Tenacity.

In these times the ability to be steadfast and tenacious is so very
important. | remember my father speaking of this: how to be
relentlessly tenacious.

In my father’s retelling of his military training there is a bell.

| recall him telling me often of the bell; a brass bell that hangs

in the centre of the compound for all the students to see. All you
have to do to quit is ring the bell.

Ring the bell and you no longer have to wake up at 5 o’clock.
Ring the bell and you no longer have to do the freezing cold
swims. Ring the bell and you no longer have to do the runs, the
obstacle course, the personal training - and you no longer have
to endure the hardships of training. Just ring the bell.

If you want to change the world, don’t ever, ever ring the bell.
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3. Do something different. Take a different tack.

COVID-19 has taught us to do things differently to achieve
an outcome which takes all of the advantage by doing
things differently.

This | learnt on an obstacle course many years ago.

At least twice a term, at school, we were required to run the
obstacle course in Year 11, Form 5 then. The obstacle course
contained 25 obstacles including a 4-metre-high wall, a cargo
net and a barbed-wire crawl, to name a few, but the most
challenging obstacle was the slide for life. It had a three-level
10-metre tower at one end and a one-level tower at the other. In
between was an 80-metre-long rope. You had to climb the three-
tiered tower and once at the top, you grabbed the rope, swung
underneath it and pulled yourself, hand over hand, until you got
to the other end.

The record for the obstacle course had stood for years when my
class began training in 1982. The record seemed unbeatable, until
one day a student decided to go down the slide for life head first.
Instead of swinging his body underneath the rope and inching his
way down, he bravely mounted the TOP of the rope and thrust
himself forward.

It was a dangerous move - seemingly foolish and fraught with
risk. Without hesitation the student slid down the rope perilously
fast. Instead of several minutes, it only took him half that time
and by the end of the course he had broken the record.

If you want to change the world, sometimes you have to slide
down an obstacle head first.
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4. Be comfortable in uncertainty.
COVID-19 purely demonstrates uncertainty.

The human body is hard-wired to respond to uncertainty in that
our brains are structured to assess potential threats and risks. In
the face of uncertainty and unpredictability our nervous systems
are on high alert, braced for reacting through fight, flight

or freeze.

One of the most powerful exercises that can improve your
relationship with uncertainty is reframing an uncertain situation
as one with exciting possibilities. While not knowing what is
going to happen makes it harder to predict the future, sometimes
that is a good thing.

Life would be boring if we knew what was going to happen every
single moment. That is the reason we don’t like spoilers for books
or movies: excitement, anticipation and surprise are only possible
if the outcome is uncertain.

Any new thing must be uncertain before it can become familiar.
Uncertainty is necessary for growth, and can easily be a stepping
stone to more happiness.

Staying open to new possibilities allows our lives to be richer
and more exciting than our brains could ever predict. The key
to coping with uncertainty is reframing it around possibility:
recognising the magical and mystical surprises of life that fill it
with meaning.

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5. Leadership and anticipation is required when
things get tough.

There was no greater leader than Ernest Shackleton. He taught
us two of the important lessons in this list of nine.

Shackleton was seeking to recruit a crew brave enough for one
last heroic adventure. You would think nobody would be dumb
or desperate enough to respond to such a gloomy advertisement
but, in fact, Shackleton was overwhelmed with more than 5,000
applications. He pored over them all to pick the best mix of skills
to fill the 28 positions on his team, choosing among them three
men named Frank, which must have been confusing at times.

Many of you know what happened next. They set sail from
England on board a wooden-hulled ship called Endurance in 1914,
just as WWI was erupting, arriving in Antarctic waters at the start
of 1915.

However, the weather turned bad early that year and by late
February their boat became trapped in the ice that forms a solid
crust when the Ross Sea freezes over each winter. Undeterred,
Shackleton reassured his men that they had plenty of provisions
and proposed they sit out the winter on board the Endurance,
then set off on their crossing when the ice thawed in the summer.

Sadly, that was not to be. The pack ice that was holding their
ship secure buckled and twisted as the ocean currents moved
beneath it. It was like being caught in an ever-tightening vice
and one night the timbers in the hull could take no more. They
splintered and cracked under the pressure, the water rushed in
and the Endurance sank out of sight beneath the ice.

Fortunately, Shackleton had seen this coming and had managed
to get all his crew and most of their supplies off the ship into
tents set up on the ice floe nearby.

No lives were lost, but it was still a huge setback. They were now
trapped at the bottom of the world with limited food and three
small lifeboats, floating helplessly on an ever-shrinking iceberg
with no chance of rescue. They were not expected home for
another year and even then, the world was too caught up in the
war to be able to assist.

What followed was one of the greatest stories of human survival,
courage and ingenuity of modern times. | commend it as an
example of the power of the human spirit in adversity, not to
mention role-modelling for great leadership.

6. See and harness the potential in others.

Shackleton selected three men called Frank when he first placed
that advertisement. One was an English sailor called Frank Wild.
He became Shackleton’s right-hand man. Shackleton was a good
ship’s captain, but he had such faith in Frank Wild that he usually
gave him the helm. Ultimately, Shackleton had to make the final
decisions, but every night he discussed his options with Wild,
always seeking and considering his opinions.

The second lesson from Shackleton then is that good leaders
recognise the potential in others and give them the chance
to shine.
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7. Fail and fail fast and learn from it.

Enjoy your journey and embrace your failures. Babies teach
us this best when they learn to walk, as you would have

done yourself at some stage in your early life. They don’t feel
embarrassed about falling. Instead, they get up and try again.

Take a risk, do the things you fear, and learn from them; in time,
you’ll be an expert.

As the famous basketballer Michael Jordan proposes, “I’'ve
missed more than 9,000 shots in my career. I’'ve lost almost 300
games; 26 times, I’ve been trusted to take the game-winning
shot and missed. I've failed over and over and over again in my
life. And that is why | succeed.”

Vincent van Gogh, on the other extreme of the co-curricular
table, only ever sold one painting in his life, pinning him a
failure as an artist. However, that did not put a dampener on his
enthusiasm and passion for art.

He would never know that years and years after his death he
would become known as a key figure in the world of post-
impressionism, and, ultimately, one of the greatest artists that
ever lived.

He would never know that he became a hot topic in art classes,
nor that his image was going to be used in TV, books and other
forms of popular culture.

In the words of this great but tragic man:

“If you hear a voice within you say ‘you cannot paint’, then by all
means paint and that voice will be silenced.”

8. Work together.

At the age of 10, as scouts in Central Otago, we were broken
down into crews. Each crew was made up of seven students

- three on each side of a small rubber boat and one coxswain
to help guide the dinghy. Every day on camp our boat crew
would form up on the beach and paddle several miles down the
coast. Every paddle must be synchronised to the stroke count
of the coxswain. As our rowers would attest, everyone must
exert equal effort or the boat will turn against the wave and be
unceremoniously tossed back on the beach.

For the boat to make it to its destination, everyone must paddle.
You can’t change the world alone - you will need some help

- and to truly get from your starting point to your destination
takes friends, colleagues, the goodwill of strangers and a strong
coxswain to guide them.

If you want to change the world, find someone to help
you paddle.

9. The power of one.

We have seen them all and read about them all: Washington,
Lincoln, King, Mandela, Shackleton and even a young girl from
Pakistan, Malala - one person can change the world by giving
people hope.

Great teaching is often recognised as being from the power of
one person. For that reason | would like to acknowledge the staff
of King’s College; those who through their inspiring delivery

of the distance learning programme this year have exuded the
masterful craft that is best described as teaching and learning.
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To the graduating Class of 2021, now your next journey begins.
You will soon start to change the world for the better. It will not
be easy.

And that’s why we all need the lessons that COVID-19 has taught
us: they are what our students need to flourish, to floreat into
their future.

Consequently, | thank the Board Members for their support,
commitment and investment into King’s College. They are a
dynamic group who are united in their intention to seek the best
outcomes and development of King’s College. | make special
mention of Simon Power and the support he offers both the
College and myself as Headmaster. His passion for King’s is
palpable and pragmatic.

| also issue tremendous acknowledgement and appreciation

to the many King’s College community groups and affiliates
who work tirelessly for the benefit of the school. | especially
include the Friends Committee, the Foundation Board, the
KCOCA and the Floreat Semper, to name a few. To complete the
acknowledgements, | thank, most sincerely, the staff at King’s
College - teaching and support staff alike.

However, the final word must go the students of King’s College,
of course. On so many occasions the students of King’s have
proved their worth. As a group, the cohort of five year groups,
has proven itself time and again to be a quality group of
teenagers. They have lifted their own expectations and, in doing

Our primary concern this year has been making sure
everyone is supported, safe and can continue with their
‘all-round’ education. A significant part of this support
has been to make sure that the spiritual and pastoral
needs of the students and staff have been provided for.

Together with the Senior Leadership Team, the healthcare staff,
the Housemasters and the Counselling team, the Chaplaincy
plays a part in helping to provide a sense of stability, comfort
and resource as the pressures of lockdowns have come our
way. We do this not only by ourselves but are also helped by an
amazing team of Sacristans who share in this work of setting a
caring and approachable tone around the College. A huge thanks
to the 16 Senior and House Sacristans, who have done a great
job representing their Houses this year and encouraging the
student body to become involved in Chapel life and a whole lot
of Community Service. Thanks team!

While Rev. Auva’a has been working hard on Community
Service, my time has been absorbed with much around Chapel
life. Along with preparing our Lent, Voyager and Confirmation
courses, it’s been a privilege setting themes for our weekday and
Sunday services. The emphasis for last year’s services was the
repeating theme of ‘God with Us’; that no matter what we face,
we have a God who cares for us, through all of life’s vagaries. This
is something that has continued to undergird our messages this
year, as we’ve talked with students during Lent about what we
need to ‘shed’ or let go of to become wise. Post-Easter, we asked
the question ‘What does the Resurrection life look like?’, while in
Term 3 (pre-lockdown) we’ve picked out themes from the recent
Tokyo Olympics.

On top of this, we've also been reintroducing our Sunday services
from Term 2. These are valuable opportunities for us to connect
with God, with one another, to give to some worthy causes, and
to elaborate on what it means to be part of an Anglican School.
In Term 2, we focused on the theme of growing ‘an all-round life’
as we pondered the ‘acorns-into-oaks’ picture as a metaphor

for this growth. As we grow in the rich soil of God’s love, we find
ourselves developing the character, faith and qualities that we
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all wish to grow - helping us to become kinder, more generous,
more servant-hearted people. In Term 3, Rev. Auva’a developed
this idea as he reflected on his own experience in elite rugby,
calling us to not only train our mind and bodies, but also grow
our spiritual life.

In the classroom, junior students encounter an engaging and
accessible syllabus. In our new Religious Studies syllabus at Year
9 level, we’ve been especially keen to look at some of the ‘big
questions’ people have about faith and life. We are mindful that
coming into an Anglican church school may be a new experience
for many, so we’ve been using an excellent resource prepared by
Scripture Union Ireland, called ‘NUA’ - to ask seminal questions
like, ‘How did we get here?’, ‘Is Jesus fact or fiction?’ and ‘What’s
so important about the Resurrection?’ Rev. Auva’a has been
broadening this discussion in a variety of ways by exploring with
his Year 10s some of the history of the Church, the importance of
Christ-like service and other world religions.

This theme of becoming deeper people, especially when troubles
come, was the theme for our Voyager Camp, at Houghton’s

Bush Camp, in Muriwai, in May. We were delighted to have Liz
Alexander, previously with ‘Attitude’, share with us some of the
ways young people can grow through the challenges we all

face. This was brought home to roost in a metaphorical way, as
the students spent their days engaged in challenging outdoor
events, including something called ‘coasteering’. A fantastic time
was had by all.

As we all know too well, Term 3’s lockdown curtailed a whole
lot of things - including the balance of our Sunday services,
Community Service and Confirmations. However, what we

are grateful for is the caring community that King’s College
continues to be and we give thanks for the expressions of
kindness and compassion we’ve seen shown to people from
within and outside of the College. May the Lord bless you all as
we head into Christmas, the holiday season and 2022.

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Community Service

The Community Service Programme 2021 has
maintained its strong standing in the community,
despite the pandemic.

In Term 1, we hit the ground running with over 80 students
prepared, organised and ready for the annual Otadhuhu Fun

Day. This was a chance for students to get actively involved in
the community early in the year by helping bake cup-cakes, run
games and perform to the people of Otahuhu. Unfortunately,
this event was cancelled at the last minute due to COVID-19 alert
level restrictions.

The next major event at the end of Term 1 was the Runathon.
Another annual event, its emphasis is on full student involvement,
and as such has become an integral
component of the College’s many
fundraising and charity events.
One hundred and fifty students
and teachers ran around the
athletics track raising money each
lap. This year we were supporting
Mercy Ships and St Paul’s in the
Park Community Project. Reilly
Fortune-Harris (Year 9, Parnell)
(who ran the most laps) is pictured
here with his father, Stuart.

During the Term 1 holidays, we
had representation at the Otdhuhu Memorial Anzac Day Service.
This is a significant service with King’s College having a long-
standing partnership with the event organisers. Major House
Sacristan Matthew Kirman-Martin (Year 13) was accompanied by
Rev Auva’a.

In Term 2, we prepared for the Otdhuhu College/King’s Year 12
exchange. It was a grand opportunity for students from both
schools to engage. Students came together for a Chapel service
followed by activities at both campuses.

The annual Otahuhu Rotary lunch was most encouraging and
uplifting, having not been able to be held for two years. This
event is for senior students between King’s College, Otahuhu
College and McAuley High School to come together with
members of the Otdhuhu Rotary.

In Term 3, we had the privilege of hosting the IHC King’s Social.
We hosted 160 IHC guests with a Pacific Island theme. This event
was run with the help of the Year 12 students, who really stepped
up and showed great leadership and enthusiasm.

On top of the major community events, throughout the year
students have been involved in a myriad of service opportunities.
All Year 10 students usually go to Sutton Park Primary School
fortnightly, to read to and engage with the children. On some
occasions students were blessed to be accompanied by the
founder of Community Service at King’s, Mr John Bean.

Taxis leave the Chapel daily and head to the Otahuhu Town Hall
for an after-school kids’ programme and also to Papatoetoe
Intermediate for after-school tutoring and mentoring.

House Community Service initiatives are an important
component to each House. All Houses support the major events
of the College but also the City Mission Can Appeal, Jammies

in June, Baking for the Otahuhu Kids’ Fun Day and the IHC

Social. Peart organised a Bake Sale during the Runathon. The
students of Greenbank House went out multiple times for tree
planting. School and St John’s Houses also did multiple seashore
clean-ups as well. Marion Bruce House supported Plunket and
made teddy bears for The
Child Cancer Foundation.
Taylor House made teddy
bears for the foundation
too, while Middlemore
made paper cranes for the
Make-A-Wish Foundation.

Middlemore House students
collected for the Jammies

in June appeal. They

then delivered them to
Middlemore Hospital with
the help of Mr Bean.

Marsden House organised a special afternoon with Panama
Road School. Both the House and school performed for each
other. Housemaster Mr Ben Simperingham awarded some of the
students with prizes.

With the challenges we have
experienced this year, we have
been particularly proud of some
students who have thought
outside the box, and have

been able to offer community
service during lockdown. Many
students have made teddy
bears, handwritten cards for
people in retirement villages
and hospitals, and offered
online tutoring.

Internationalism

Internationalism this year has been marked by
numerous online events. Students attended
virtual conferences and Zoom ‘postcards’, some
of which are summarised here.

The World Affairs Conference (WAC) is Canada’s
oldest annual student-run current affairs
conference. Held at Upper Canada College and
collaborating with Branksome Hall, the World
Affairs Conference connects over 1,000 students,
with a common interest in current affairs, from
across North America. The most recent WAC was
held online for obvious reasons and therefore
extended beyond North America. The King’s
College delegation attended this conference early in the year,
and very early in the morning, and came away having had the
opportunity to engage with, and learn from, numerous leaders
of tech companies as well as a diverse range of students halfway
across the world.

On Wednesday 10 March, a group of students represented King’s
in an international Round Square Zoom postcard, hosted by MLC
School in Sydney. A total of 140 participants from 27 schools in
Australia, Armenia, India, USA, Oman, South Africa, New Zealand,
Tanzania, Germany, Pakistan, Japan and the UAE joined the call.

The discussions were around the theme, “Women of the World

- Where do we Stand?’. The purpose of this conference was to
discuss relevant issues and share stories of actual experiences
of so many girls in countries all over the world, from Africa

to India, the USA to Australia, in recognition of International
Women’s Day. It was awe-inspiring to hear the stories of young
women and a few intrepid young men, from so many different
schools, and hear an array of perspectives on the day-to-day
adversities women face. It was also particularly interesting to
see how these women continue to fight the adversity which
arises due to gender inequalities. It is important to note the
positive effect conversations of this kind are having on our
society, in shaping a culture of increasing female empowerment
worldwide. This Round Square conference initiated an important
conversation across a large cross-section of schools, in countries
where not all citizens, especially women, are treated with the
respect and dignity afforded to so many women in New Zealand.
However, we all realised that while conditions and lifestyles of
so many women in the world range from appalling to mediocre
to almost equitable, there is still work to be done in achieving
gender equality across all spheres in our own country. One of
the biggest takeaways was realising that although we all came
from completely different locations and experiences, we can all
relate to the same issues that are faced in society and we could
sympathise with those less fortunate than ourselves.

Environmentalism

On Saturday 30 January a group of King’s College students were
fortunate enough to join more than 340 other students from
around the world as we attended an International Round Square
Virtual Conference hosted by Chittagong Grammar School in
Bangladesh. The main topic of this conference was ‘Climate
Action: Now or Never; the effects it has on us and what we can
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do to solve it’. While it was an early start, beginning at 1lam for us,
time moved quickly as ideas were shared. Participation included
sharing presentations (slides) and discussions in smaller Barazza
groups. In these groups we had the opportunity to discuss how
our countries have been affected by climate change and how we
are going to battle it.

It provided a forum where individuals from very different
backgrounds could discuss and learn from one another about the
impacts of climate change in other countries, and what we can
do as individuals, and as a collective, to create a better future
for our planet. One of the main issues the conference delegates
discussed was waste management and the idea of replacing
plastics with biodegradable materials. Interestingly, one of the
delegates from India mentioned that they used banana leaves
as an alternative to plastic bottles. It was unanimously agreed
that we could all make a change for a better future by: buying
second-hand clothes, going vegan/vegetarian, not wasting
resources and considering the environmental footprint. While
King’s is committed to making the school more environmentally
friendly and sustainable, applying all the suggestions in that
list, the New Zealand team highlighted how the ‘hole in the
ozone layer’ impacts life in New Zealand, including government
campaigns like the ‘slip, slap, slop’ adverts which aim to reduce
high rates of skin cancer.

In summary, this conference offered students a great learning
experience not only about climate change and the impact of
climate change on different parts of the globe, but our students
also experienced engagement with students from very different
countries to our own: India, Pakistan, South Africa, the Middle
East, Australia, South Korea and more.

King’s hosted a Zoom postcard, too. The topic of discussion
was: ‘Imagine a future where the world can no longer sustain the
needs of humanity. An unliveable world, where the last iceberg
has melted due to global warming, a world which is polluted
with poisonous gases, and infectious diseases are no longer
controllable. The future of humanity is at stake and it is up to
you to decide where we migrate to next. We have two options
left - either go up into deep space or down into the depth of the
oceans; where would you choose to go and why?’

A Great Debate was had by a number of Barazza groups, each
led and co-ordinated by one of our King’s students. Diego
Gerbich-Pais (Year 12, Averill), Georgie Gore (Year 13, Marion
Bruce), Sophia Larsen (Year 13, Marion Bruce), Anastasia

Makogon (Year 13, Marion Bruce), Hugh Malaghan (Year 13,
Selwyn), Margot McKibbin (Year 13, Marion Bruce), Natalia

Bruce) and Nikolai Tripp (Year 13, Major) did a superb job

of coaxing conversation out of students from a number of
different countries.

A new project has been undertaken after the donation of cable
drums by Anastasia Makogon’s family. These big barrels of
wood were originally used for storing power lines; however,
unfortunately, after one use they are broken down and thrown
to waste. The goal is to upcycle these drums to form tables for
students to stand at comfortably while eating their morning tea
and lunch, while chatting to friends. This project will continue
into 2022 for obvious reasons.

On 2 July during morning tea Marion Bruce House planted
their first lemon tree as a contribution to the first-ever Round
Square EcoWeek. The purpose of this tree was to start a
tradition within Marion Bruce of doing something special
with the tree and its lemons every year - whether it’s baking
a lemon cake or making their own lemon honey. Anna Heron,
Head of House, says: “ I hope to come back and see how the
tree has grown and developed; | believe the growth of the
tree will signify the growth of our House.” Furthermore, Mrs
Adams, the Housemaster of Marion Bruce House, has placed
House-branded cups throughout the House so that girls can
use these reusable cups when getting a hot chocolate from
the tuck shop or Round Square caravan. Marion Bruce has
done an excellent job contributing to EcoWeek, and the hope
is that other Houses will follow in their footsteps in the future.

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Counselling and Wellbeing

It has been another busy year in the Counselling
Department. The counselling team has experienced an
increase in the numbers of students and their parents
accessing the counselling service at school. An important
part of our work is helping our students increase their
emotional and psychological wellbeing. This often
involves helping them to identify and understand their
emotions, the thoughts that lie underneath them and their
behavioural choices.

Emotions provide information about our internal response
and the world around us. Emotions can help us take

action and make the necessary changes to achieve our
goals. However, emotions can also be difficult to manage,
particularly in adolescence when the brain is undergoing
so much change. Research shows that a greater number of
young adults in New Zealand are experiencing heightened
challenging emotion in recent years (www.youthl19.ac.nz).

When a student experiences strong feelings, we teach
mindfulness skills to help them to calm and regulate their
feelings. We start by slowing the breath, a key to activating
the parasympathetic nervous system, which helps regulate
our body reactions, such as slowing the heart rate down.

We also teach skills to help students identify the thoughts
that precede the feelings and pinpoint what might be the
cause. At times our work involves challenging the unhelpful
thinking which can activate the strong emotions. Unhelpful
thinking is like a mental filter so that we focus on just one
part (often the negative part) of any given situation. When
we can see the whole picture, it can challenge the unhelpful

assumptions that are made,
and open helpful and more
constructive outcomes.

In our discussions with
students, together we
look at the emotional tone
of the ‘conversations in
their heads’, that is, the
student’s self-talk. Self-
compassionate, kind and
generous self-talk is fundamental in building resilient,
capable young adults. Our thoughts and beliefs about
ourselves, others and the world around us influence the way
we feel and how we interact with others.

Learning Centre

It has been a year of change in the Learning Centre, first being
spearheaded by our experienced new recruit Alice Hamilton as
Head of the Department, replacing David Ward who previously
held the position for over 20 years. With that change came a wide-
reaching shift in dynamic to encompass and engage learners, staff
and parents school wide.

In February we had the challenge of planning our long-term vision for
the Learning Centre (previously Learning Support), only knowing
that we wanted to improve the inclusivity of and access to the
demanding and rigorous King’s curriculum. We welcomed two
Deputy Heads, Mr Payne and Mr Smith, as our in-house Teachers
of Mathematics, who provided the supporting Mathematics classes
for our Year 9 and 10 students. We were also pleased to have
Millie Taylor (previous Associate Head of Mathematics at Diocesan
School for Girls) join us as our in-house Mathematics Specialist,
who primarily assisted our students in gaining Level 1 Numeracy.
All year, she has run Mathematics workshops for all ages, including
a female-only morning workshop, plus small group and one-to-
one sessions. We have seen dramatic improvements in student
achievement with both of these approaches and hope that it

will stand our students in good stead for the end-of-year exams.
Unfortunately, lockdown can be especially difficult for those with
learning differences, but we offered online support and one-to-
one classes for those who found this more challenging, to help
ensure our students still made progress.
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On another front, Alice and
| - as two trained Teachers
of English - created Literacy
classes to support Year

9 and 10, with a focus on
increasing literacy and
reading function. For a long
time, studies have shown
the absolute importance

of raising literacy inside the classroom, and the severe socio-
economic costs of low-reading ability. Ultimately our goal is to
ensure that no King’s student is left behind when it comes to

this. Consequently, we have started a number of programmes
with students and seen some incredibly positive change. So far
we have implemented a Senior Tutoring system, where our top
scholars tutor those in Years 9, 10 and 11; introduced an academic
tracking and screening system, in conjunction with our Learning
Centre specialist Carol O’Donovan, in order to monitor and
identify those who may need additional support; provided extra
in-class support with the help of our new support staff; and begun
to redesign our centre as a welcoming, study-focused space. In
addition, Teacher of English Angela Clayton worked alongside us
in providing a Year 9 Literacy programme, as well as a designated
Level 2 class for those needing a little extra support in gaining
Literacy credits, something she has run with great success for the
last few years.

It has been a great year for us, but the best is yet to come.

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Health, Fitness and Wellbeing

During 2021, Health, Fitness and Wellbeing has once
again been at the centre of the holistic student provision
at King’s College.

The vision of the Health, Fitness and Wellbeing initiative is to
inspire, educate and encourage the next generation to pursue
and maintain an excellent level of Health, Fitness and Wellbeing
throughout their school career at King’s and beyond. Whatever a
student’s aspirations are, we, as a department, strive to empower
each and every one with the knowledge, understanding, skills
and confidence needed to achieve their personal goals and make
responsible and informed lifestyle choices. This aligns with the
Hauora philosophy which is focused on enhancing the mental,
emotional, physical, spiritual and social dimensions of students’
wellbeing. Enhanced physical activity levels is proven to improve
adolescent health and wellbeing and support academic success in
the classroom.

Despite the interruptions of two enforced lockdowns because of
the global pandemic, all students have had access to increased
opportunities to participate in competitive, social and recreational
sports and activities in addition to the current delivery strands
and offering. Below are some of the significant initiatives that
have taken place this year.

Passport for Life

Under the supervision of Head of Athletic Development Craig
Birkbeck and the team, 1,150 students have once again completed
three specific challenges (speed endurance, skillsand ‘5in 5’
assessing functional movement) at various points this academic
year. The fundamental rationale behind the initiative is to monitor
all students’ progress alongside allowing them to improve their
physical literacy and competence. Most importantly, the Passport
for Life is a vehicle in which individual students will gain a full
understanding of how to improve particular areas through
various interventions which are made available here at King’s.
Once all three challenges are completed, the students’ results
formulate their specific ‘Passport for Life’, which is available

for every student and parent to view through Power Bl and
SchoolBox. This initiative is a unique and outstanding offering

for all King’s students and it is expected that every student’s
progress will be tracked and monitored throughout their time at
King’s with guidance and support offered.

Round the Bays

After a successful first outing at Round the Bays in 2020 this
year’s event was sadly cancelled due to the first lockdown of the
year with an increased number of the King’s community signed up
to participate. However, a number of students, staff and parents
still took the opportunity to complete the 8.4km run within their
‘bubbles’. A special thank you to Teacher of Physical Education
and Health Wally Rifle, who arranged the ‘Round the Track’ event
for the on-site Boarders. Fingers crossed the event goes ahead
without interruption in 2022.

Increased activity provision

The students have again been able to participate in various
forms of physical activity in their free time before, during and
after the school day. Basketball, volleyball, swimming, spikeball,
table tennis, use of the Rolf Porter Fitness Centre and practising
the mysterious art of the manu bomb have once again proven
particularly popular over the course of year.

Year 9 and 10 sport, activity and recreation
programme

Following on from last year’s successful programme during the
summer terms, all Year 9 and 10 students continue to be given
the opportunity to participate in various forms of activities and
sports. Primarily aimed at those students not participating in
competitive sport this term, this initiative has again proven
extremely popular and has meant that all students in both year
groups have participated in a minimum of 2.5 hours of physical
activity per week, if not more.

Facility improvement

Continued investment from the school and the Friends
Committee has allowed various facilities to be updated and
improved across all areas of the school. A particular highlight has
been the new golf cages, and there are future plans to improve
and enhance the Athletic Development and Basketball provision.

Senior Core Physical Education

Students in Years 11,12 and 13 have enjoyed taking part in core
physical educational lessons on a weekly basis this year. These
lessons have allowed students to participate in a broad range
of sports and activities in a fun and supportive environment.
Sessions led by members of the PE and Sport Department
have witnessed a lot of healthy competition and learning while
purposefully improving students’ physical competences, in
addition to promoting a healthy and active lifestyle during their
time at King’s and beyond.

Sports teams

There has been a rapid growth in the number of students
participating in competitive, social and recreational sport across
all sporting codes this year. Rugby, basketball, cricket, golf and
netball all now have record numbers of students playing within
their specific codes, which is a significant step forward. Improved
coaching facilities alongside the passion and drive demonstrated
from all the specific staff involved have been key influences.

Athletic Development

Craig Birkbeck continues to drive this area of provision forward
at King’s. A specific focus this year has been based around
improving students’ physical competences within all provision
strands and ability spectrums at King’s. Athletic Development
has continued to be a key part of the overall junior and senior
curriculum with targeted initiatives again planned for 2022
aimed at consolidating King’s at the forefront of school provision.

These continue to be exciting times at King’s. Despite the
challenges and interruptions of coronavirus again this year,
significant strides continue to be made across the College’s
holistic provision and community.

A vibrant and busy year

The COVID-19 Delta variant drew King’s College back
into the lockdown life - again - in late August this year.
Fortunately for our school-leaver cohort, Terms 1and 2
were jam-packed with more-than-the-usual on-campus
career events, and high student engagement with
King’s Careers made for a busy and bustling time prior
to the Alert Level 4 lockdown.

Many mentors took advantage of the opportunity to bring their
mentee groups to King’s Careers during mentor period (or
Period 6 for seniors) for bespoke workshops tailored to student-
identified need. This was particularly helpful in the time leading
up to Subject Options Evening towards the end of Term 2, and
the time prior to the subject choice deadline in the third week of
Term 3.

The 2021 King’s Careers Liaison team, led by Hugh Lee (Year

13, Averill) and Susie Su (Year 13, Middlemore), came together
late in the first half of the first term, but has since proved to be
an effective team in helping to disseminate career information
directly to the respective Houses, co-ordinate the Year 13 Career
Management Seminars, announce career-related events and
deadline reminders in House meetings, as well as share and post
on their House social media platforms.

The Career Liaison team was an important contributor to the
hugely successful King’s Careers Tertiary Options Evening in

May - an evening event held annually - where we hosted all eight
New Zealand universities and a wide range of other education
providers and employers such as the NZ Defence Force, NZ
Police, BCITO and others. Team leaders Hugh and Susie also
organised a Study Medicine at University lunchtime presentation
with Old Collegians William Cook (School, 2010-14), a final year
medical student, and Setu Petaia (Averill, 2016-20), a first-year
student in Biomedicine - both at the University of Auckland.

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Year 13 school-leaver course planning

New Zealand university and tertiary course planning for Year
13 students coincided with the August lockdown. However,
students have been resilient and adapted well to the quick shift
to online services. A number of students even managed to
organise their own course planning sessions directly with the
respective university school liaisons during the school holidays
prior as a precaution. Online course planning continues to be
available for the remainder of the school year and beyond.

Class of 2020 school-leaver tertiary enrolments
and destination preferences

The University of Auckland was by far the most popular of all
tertiary study destinations in 2021, taking about 34% enrolments
of King’s College 240 school-leavers. The University of Otago
and Victoria University of Wellington follow with 19% and 15%
respectively, and the University of Canterbury a close fourth
with 12% of the enrolments. AUT took six of the remaining nine
enrolments, along with the University of Waikato (two) and
Lincoln University (one).

Despite the pandemic, tertiary study overseas continues to
feature as a significant choice for our school-leavers with
about 13% of the cohort putting in applications to study abroad
including Australia (New Zealanders are considered domestic
students in Australia). Information is still being gathered and
confirmed. Known data to date shows the US as the most
popular destination in 2021 with just over half of overseas
applications headed to institutions such as Stanford University,
Universities of California (Davis and Berkeley), Chicago, Indiana
Bloomington, Michigan, Rice University, Claremont McKenna
College and College of Charleston. Enrolments in the UK include
Imperial College London and The University of Edinburgh.
(Other remaining UK enrolments are pending confirmation).
Two students enrolled at Leiden University in the Netherlands.
Australian enrolments are likely to be 10 or fewer with the
universities of Sydney and Melbourne being the top two
institutions of choice.

Not surprisingly, the current pandemic has led many people to
wondering, even worrying, about changing careers. Herminia
Ibarra, an expert on the question of career re-imagination or
reinvention, offers up some simple principles that can guide
aspiring student career-changers through the process during
these difficult times:

e Develop many possible selves - Have more than one option
for the ‘“future you’.

¢ Embrace the transitional or ‘liminal’ period - the place
between the past and a possible future. When the future feels
uncertain, the present might also feel less comfortable.

¢ Get going on projects - The most common path to a career
reinvention or re-imagination involves doing something
on the side - cultivating knowledge, skills, resources and
relationships until you’ve got strong new legs to walk on in
exploring a new career area.

¢ Work your ‘dormant’ ties - Create or mobilise networking
relationships that you have with people you don’t know
so well or don’t see very often, in order to maximise your
chances of learning things you don’t already know.

Téna koutou, kia orana, talofa lava, malo e lelei,
fakaalofa lahi atu, bula, warm greetings to you all.

After setting a foundation for the Language Weeks last year, we
were able to build on this and gain greater recognition within

the school with more activities. This year we celebrated Samoan
Language Week (30 May - 5 June), Cook Islands Language Week
(1-7 August) and Maori Language Week (13-19 September). The
student panel organised a range of festivities to acknowledge
different aspects of the cultures such as the language, traditional
sports, food, dance, music and the importance of religion.

To acknowledge the beginning of Samoan Language Week,
Daniel Pulotu-McCarthy (Year 11, Parnell) and Amiria-Rose
Monga (Year 13, Marion Bruce) spoke in assembly sharing the
week’s events, representing our Maori and Pacific Island Student
Advisory Panel to a full-school audience.

For the first time at King’s College, we raised the Samoan flag
above the Memorial Building to commemorate the beginning
of Samoan Language Week. The flag was raised to the Samoan
National Anthem sung by a group of panel students and staff,
followed by a blessing and prayer led by Rev. Onosai Auva’a.
Malu Kanongata’a-Suisuiki (Year 11, Marion Bruce) and Daniel
Pulotu-McCarthy created posters including Samoan phrases and
vocabulary, which were posted around the school to encourage
the use of the language. A fun game of kilikiti, which is Samoan
cricket, was organised and run by Oliver Hatch (Year 11, Major)
with the support of a few other students. To celebrate Samoan
language in Chapel, the Lord’s Prayer was recited in Samoan

by Setai Setoga (Year 11, Taylor), Samoana Annandale (Year 11,
Parnell) and Senio Pulega (Year 13, Parnell). To conclude a
successful week, ‘Mama Ina’s Kitchen’ food truck came into
school to sell delicious plates of traditional Samoan food
including sapasui, rice, roast chicken, palusami, potato salad,
panikeke and panipopo. These were organised and pre-sold

by Manisha Prema (Year 13, Marion Bruce) and Skyla Kaiaruna
(Year 12, Taylor).

The first week of Term 3 was Cook Islands Language Week and
this was acknowledged at the start of term by a full-school
assembly with the Lord’s Prayer being said in Cook Island Maori,
and it was also recited during the Chapel Services throughout
the week by Logan York (Year 13, St John’s) and Skyla Kaiaruna.
The country’s flag was raised while the Cook Island National
Anthem was sung by a group of students, followed by a prayer
led by Mr Boaz Raela. At the full-school assembly, one of the
panel’s students, Amiria-Rose Monga, performed a traditional
Cook Island ura dance to accompany Skyla Kaiaruna’s beautiful
voice singing / Raro | Te Tumunu, introduced by Oliver Hatch and
Brody Panoho (Year 11, School).

Lockdown was a barrier at times, limiting our ways to celebrate
the Language Weeks. However, we were able to overcome

this for Maori Language Week, by using social media to reach
out to our school community. Maya McKree Jansen (Year 12,
Middlemore) and Amiria-Rose Monga ran the Instagram and
Facebook stories, organising short video lessons on Maori
phrases and vocabulary presented by Setai Setoga, Brody
Panoho and Raniera Whiu (Year 11, Parnell). This included

The Maori Parents Advisory Group (Roopu) recognises
that Maori student success comes from a collective
effort. For us, a key part of creating a collective effort
has been our work on Toi Te Mana and seeing that
feed into the annual goal planning for the Senior
Leadership Team.

Toi Te Mana puts forward strategies and actions to strengthen
Maori academic and cultural success at the College. Toi Te Mana
gives effect to King’s College’s strategic goal of ‘having the

best all-round education’ through its responsiveness to Maori.
Toi Te Mana means to build enduring strength, to strengthen

the capacity of King’s College to be an inclusive learning
environment, where Maori can learn, succeed and thrive as Maori.

The Roopu plays a role in monitoring Maori student achievement
and welcomes Deputy Head Geoff Smith’s regular engagement.

Mr Smith regularly meets with the Group to present and discuss

the academic data and tracking of Maori students.

From Toi Te Mana the Roopu called for a Maori education audit.
The Toi Te Mana staff audit was completed in September 2020
and brought to the Roopu for kdrero. From here the College is to
compile student data by the end of 2021, for further engagement
with the Roopu.

At the start of 2021 the Headmaster consulted the Roopu on the
formation of the College’s 2021 Annual Goals. Strategies and
actions from Toi Te Mana that were encapsulated into the 2021
Annual Goals were as follows:

¢ Toinitiate Te Reo Tikanga Maori development for students,
staff and College.

¢ Te Ao Maori professional development programme for
all academic staff, to grow knowledge of Te Reo Maori,
understanding of Tikanga Maori and to grow potential content
within their curriculum relevant to Te Ao Maori.

¢ To continue developing the Te Reo programme for staff,
ensuring every member is engaged in it.

e Toimprove cultural competence and responsiveness through
staff professional development.

The Roopu has been pleased to see the engagement with
these goals through the College taking up the invitation from
NZQA to offer NCEA standards contributing to literacy and UE
requirements in Te Ao Haka, Te Reo and Te Rangitira. King’s is
enlisted in the trials associated with these subject areas

(Te Ao Haka).

All staff have engaged with College-provided professional
development of Te Reo - with the College offering a variety of
internal, external and online courses to encourage staff. King’s
social media gave our wider College community the ability to see
our Maori students leading the learning of Te Reo in Te Wiki o te
Reo Maori.

King’s has also made changes to the College ceremonies,
especially those associated with Powhiri and the opening to
prizegivings. Considerations include the role and place of female
staff at such formal occasions. There has been some mana
whenua involvement in the Powhiri process.

The College has introduced bilingual signage with more elements
due for conversion. Name pronunciation software has also been
included on SchoolBox for the correct articulation of Maori
student names.

The Roopu also welcomes the expansion of staffing within the
Maori Department to include Leo Tahitahi (Kaiwhakahaere o te
Marautanga Reo Maori) and Boaz Raela (Kaiwhakahaere o Te
Ao Maori me 6na Tikanga), with the ongoing support of Rihari
Wilson as cultural advisor and mana whenua to the College.

In addition, it was pleasing to see Kapa Haka return to the
forefront of King’s College taking the stage at the ASB Polyfest
2021. Under the expert tutoring of Leo Tahitahi, the Kapa Haka
group performed with distinction, securing a top-five placing
in Division 1. This was enough to cement their position in this
division as one of the top schools performing Kapa Haka in
Auckland for such a young group. It won’t be long before
King’s College Kapa Haka returns to a national stage as in 2017
and 2019.

Phillips Society

The Phillips Society is a student-led commerce group
which strives to promote business excellence and
entrepreneurship by inviting a variety of leading
business speakers to present to King’s students.

Once again, COVID-19 lockdowns created a challenging year.
Despite this, our student-led team of 10 hosted three successful
inspiring speakers, beginning in May with Bill Buckley, founder of
Buckley Systems Limited. Drawing in both commerce and physics
students, Mr Buckley shared his story of his rise to becoming the
world’s leading supplier of precision electromagnets.

We learnt more about Mr Buckley’s work in using
electromagnets, charged particle line beam systems and high
vacuum for medical therapy, systems that will revolutionise
cancer treatments of the future. Subsequently, he spoke on the
importance of determination and how to achieve goals and that
you must be confident in your decisions. One specific life lesson
Mr Buckley shared in how to achieve success in business was to
always be organised and stay on top of your debts. This allows
you to borrow money honestly so that you can take risks and
spend money to grow your business.

Mr Buckley presented certificates for outstanding detailed Year
9 Business Plans prepared in 2020 to Year 10 students Daniel
Shieff (Averill) and Bradley Greer (Averill) for 15t place and
Christian French (Marsden) and William Lambie (Marsden)
(absent) for 2" place.

In June we worked alongside the Rainbow Group to host
Cassie Roma, a globally recognised leader in the fields of social
media marketing and branding. Ms Roma has made significant
contributions to digital marketing and social media for well-
known brands such as Air New Zealand, ANZ Bank, NZME

and The Warehouse Group. As a charismatic and empowering
speaker, Ms Roma shared insight into her experiences as an
LGBTQ+ woman in a business world which is male-dominated,
and the importance of kindness, resilience and flexibility for not
only aspiring entrepreneurs but also the entire audience. One key
takeaway from the talk, which Ms Roma demonstrated herself,
was the impact one can have on their communities through
radiating a positive attitude.

Our third speaker for 2021 was the head of the Nike Britomart
franchise, Bryan Eible. Mr Eible spoke of his journey from Florida,
adapting to Aotearoa and then becoming the most successful
Nike store owner in New Zealand. Working in the retail industry

for 34 years, he learnt that cooperation and people skills were
extremely valuable, both in the workplace and beyond. He

also explained the importance of work ethic and motivation to
achieve success. Mr Eible generously donated two pairs of Nike
shoes, which were incorporated into a raffle raising over $500
donated to the winner’s charity of choice, which was the Child
Cancer Foundation.

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Library

The Lockdown Library

The Library remained open for business throughout this

year’s lockdown, with students able to access a wide range of
eResources via the library catalogue. For some subject areas,
digital resources were curated and added to ‘dashboards’ within
the catalogue. The ‘Diamonds are Forever’ dashboard helped
focus Geography students with their research module on blood
diamonds, for example.

From the Wheeler’s e-platform, users could download eBooks
and eAudio. With nearly 4,000 items to choose from, from

Percy Jackson to Locked Down reading for these uncertain times,
the catalogue had a book for everyone. Mr Cummins would

be invited to junior English classes, via Webex, to give reader
advisory sessions.

Students could also search our databases from home, via the
catalogue. Once students log in, their dashboard displays our
range of Infobase tools: 11 databases that are aligned to different
subject areas. Each database gives students access to articles
written by experts and vetted by editors.

A farewell to a colleague

For many of you, the name Austin Mitchell will have no meaning.
He migrated to New Zealand in 1959 and lectured in history at
Otago and Canterbury universities. He wrote an important book
on New Zealand character and society, called The Half-Gallon
Quarter-Acre Pavlova Paradise. The idea of the pavlova paradise
is to Kiwis what The American Dream is to Yanks, and this idea
entered the New Zealand lexicon. Mitchell was from England,
and he returned there in the late 1960s where he became a
journalist and Labour MP. He sadly passed away in August, but
he continued a strong connection with this country. Head to
NZONSCREEN to watch Paviova Paradise Revisited.

Another important English person has also returned to Blighty.
Ms Corinne Hinton, after 15 years of service in the Library, left
in February. Ms Hinton was a massive help and support for me.
She was truly the wind beneath my wings. She would do a lot of
tasks that supported me in delivering Library services directly
to students. She would go the extra mile, from delivering books
to sick staff members or getting the KFC supply for a Student
Library Assistant function.

Ms Hinton loved the times when the College came together

as a whole. She loved the spine-tingling singing in the Chapel,
cheering for the First XV at Eden Park, watching the inter-House
Tug-o-War competitions and the whole school performing the
haka. Ms Hinton was a mentor for Averill House. She would also
remind me of their victories - “Oh we won Big House Music”,
“Did you see how well we did at the athletics, swimming, three-
legged carrying an egg on a spoon race, the hunting of the Snark
competition, etc..”. My only reply would be, “Well, School House
is the best Boarding House.”

Ms Hinton enjoyed working with her mentor group; she loved
supporting her boys and would regularly go to watch them
play on a Saturday morning. Some of her boys would ask her to
come watch them play in the First XV game; she was so chuffed
to be personally invited. Ms Hinton was a regular supporter

of the performing arts and would attend Glee, Senior and
Junior Productions.

Ms Hinton loved to catch up with Old Collegians who had been
Library Assistants. She would meet them at the big games, or
when they were visiting the College.

Ms Hinton exemplifies the role of a librarian: we should not
just be book focused; we need to develop relationships with
our users, to know what their needs are and direct them to
helpful resources.

The club aims to introduce
proof-based mathematics to students and to extend
them beyond what would normally be required of them
by the secondary school mathematics curriculum, with
the ultimate goal of being selected to the New Zealand
team to compete in the International Mathematics
Olympiad. The lunchtime sessions this year attracted
more students than ever before, with a total of 60
different students from across the school attending
some sessions.

Mathematical fields such as Number Theory, Combinatorics,
Algebra, and Geometry were taught by Ms Meng (Teacher-in-
Charge), Dr. Johnson, Andrew Yu (Year 12, Marsden) and Emma
Ying (Year 11, Taylor) (Senior Leaders). Students were also
given help preparing for a variety of competitions, including the
Auckland Mathematical Olympiad and the University of Otago
Junior Maths Competition. Unfortunately, a large number of
these events, such as the Casio Mathex Competition and the
ICAS Maths Competition, had to be postponed or cancelled due
to the effects of COVID-19.

A special congratulations is in order for Sachin Sood (Year 13,
Peart), who achieved a top mark in the Mathematics Acceleration
and Extension for High School Students course at the University
of Auckland, or MAX for short. The MAX course is aimed at
high-achieving secondary school students in New Zealand, and

is designed around the study of different mathematical fields
such as Algebra, Combinatorics, and Applied Mathematics

using the MATLAB program. Students are taught how to write
abstract mathematical proofs and create models in order to solve
real-life problems.

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Sport
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Head of Sport’s Report

As | sit here completing this report, it is the first day
of the October school holidays. We are finishing our
seventh week in lockdown, a lockdown that brought
an abrupt end to the winter sport season the day after
House Cross-Country.

It has been an interesting, yet frustrating, year yet again -

a year where living in the biggest city in New Zealand became a
negative proposition. We thought we had gotten rid of COVID-19,
save for a couple of shorter lockdowns in Term 1that had the
minor effect of dates being changed for events, although,
these were able to be completed. What these lockdowns did
affect, though, was training. The rest of the country could carry
on whereas our students could not. This was most evident at
the Maadi Cup, where those teams out of Auckland who had
not missed three weeks of rowing had better results than the
Auckland schools.

The winter season got underway and was heading towards
play-off time when a hard overnight Alert Level 4 lockdown
put an end to winter sport. A new version of COVID-19 was in
Auckland and we missed the last seven weeks of Term 3. A
winter of frustration and ‘what might have been’ is one way to
describe 2021!

It is often said that King’s teams punch well above their weight
with their performances against much bigger schools. This year,
the sport that was completed showed these fine characteristics
displayed many times by many teams and individuals. Athletes
worked hard at training and gave it their all during games to
attain some fantastic results for summer sport. The same applied
to winter sport but their season was once again ripped away
from them. Winter Tournament Week was cancelled for the
second year running - a devastating blow to the current Year 13s.

It is the way that the students continue to respond to these
challenges that is pleasing to see. One thing we have learnt is
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that there will now be an ever-present battle with COVID-19.
There were some fantastic team and individual performances
across the year, but there were also many opportunities at
performing at the highest level taken away from many athletes.

King’s excels at the 2020 NZSS Athletics

A small but very well-trained team went to Tauranga to compete
in December 2020.

Their results were outstanding with National titles attained by
Zane Powell (Year 13, Peart) (Senior Boys 3000m, 1500m),
James Harding (Year 13, Greenbank) (Senior Boys 800m), James
Ford (Year 11, Parnell) (Junior Boys 800m), with these three
being joined by James Robertson (Greenbank, 2016-20) to win
the 4x400m relay.

James Robertson was 2nd in the Senior Boys 400m, James Ford
2nd in the Junior Boys 1500m, Joseph Dunn (Year 11, Averill)

3rd in the Junior Boys 100m Hurdles, and Jack Erikson (Year 10,
Peart) was 3rd in the Year 9 Road Race. There were many other
top-eight placings from athletes.

King’'s swimmers dominate at National level

A small team went to the Nationals held in Auckland and
achieved outstanding results. Hugo Batchelor (Year 12,
Greenbank) had a fantastic swim meet, winning three gold
medals along with two bronze. Leo Arrowsmith (Year 10, Parnell)
swam exceedingly well also, to win two gold medals, five silver
medals and one bronze medal. Chris Jiang (Year 11, Major) had a
great event as well, winning four silver medals.

King’s athletics team on another level

Great success in 2021 was hinted at for the athletics team at
King’s after a successful NZSS event the previous year. The

team won many Auckland and North Island titles with Jack
Erikson (Year 10, Peart) winning the NI Junior Boys 1500m and
3000m. James Ford (Year 11, Parnell) won the NI Intermediate
Boys 800m and set a record winning the 1500m. Joseph Dunn
(Year 11, Averill) won the Intermediate Boys 100m Hurdles. Suzie
Kennelly (Year 11, Middlemore) won the Intermediate Girls Discus
and Zane Powell (Year 13, Peart) won the Senior Boys 1500m
and was a member of the winning 4x400m relay team.

Silver medals were won by Suzie Kennelly (Intermediate Girls
Shot-Put), Zane Powell (Senior Boys 3000m), Joseph Dunn
(Open Boys 300m Hurdles) and Jack Sadler (Year 12, Selwyn)
as a member of the 4x100m relay team. Bronze medals were
won by Quinn Moss (Year 9, Parnell) in the Junior Boys 1500m
and Leala Willman (Year 11, Marion Bruce) in the Intermediate
Girls Javelin.

James Harding (Year 13, Greenbank) has had a fantastic year
setting records in his age group for his favoured 800m race, as
well as competing in many Senior Men’s competitions.

James McGuire (Year 11, Averill) trains with this group and it is
proving beneficial as he claimed two silver medals at the NZSS
Orienteering Champs.

A strong team will be representing the College again at the NZSS
event in December.

Touch team won the Auckland title again. COVID-19 had changed
how the competition would be finished with both the semifinals
and final to be played on the same day. This happened to
coincide with a school trip that took three key players away from
the team. The boys played well in their semifinal to win with a
depleted squad but had picked up a couple of injuries to key
players. They played Auckland Grammar School in the final, who
had a full squad of 18 players, and were behind for most of the
game. The second half belonged to King’s with both Chicago
Doyle (Year 13, Parnell) and Budda Doyle (Year 13, Peart), ably
supported by their skilled team-mates, putting on a masterful
display of touch to win the final.

Winter Sport Premier season cut short

Winter sport started on time and with much anticipation that
a full season would be completed. Many of the Premier teams
were having very good seasons with semi-finals and finals
approaching. However, COVID-19 struck, and these were not
able to be completed. The First XV finished 3 in the 1A but
was hitting the type of form that had them looking forward to
the play-offs.

Jack Sadler was next on the track for his Junior Boys 200m final
where he finished 6 in a time of 23.86. This was a very close
race with the time difference between 1t and 7™ being 0.6 of

a second!

Kahu Cotterill (Year 9, School) ran the Junior Boys 400m final
where he finished 8" in a time of 57.63. Kahu was the only Year 9
student in the final, which is a huge achievement.

After his road race in the morning Jack Erikson then took to the
track to run the Junior Boys 2000m Steeplechase and finished 7™
in a time of 6:55.65.

Siobhan Balle (Year 12, Middlemore) ran the Senior Girls 2000m
Steeplechase and finished in 4" with a time of 7:27.01.

All the boys ran 50-to 51-second 400m splits, which is a
fine team effort. The second team was 2.7 seconds behind King’s
and all teams in the second heat beat the 3:40.74 mark set in the
earlier heat.

Off the back of a COVID-19-stricken year, the 2020/21
season was hugely successful - with 14 teams playing
across all levels, the highest we’ve seen at King’s
College in along time, a new Term 4 Open Day and the
official opening of the Dr Hylton Le Grice Cricket Nets.

A disrupted pre-season coupled with a noticeable gap left by
reputable school-leavers, who collectively had over four years’
experience playing for firsts and seconds, set the bar high for
the season ahead. However, the First Xl squad truly stepped up,
dominating both the one-day and premier competition format.
They were unbeaten for all of Term 4 and are currently sitting at
the top of the table for the Gillette Cup qualifying competition,
with winners pressing ahead to the national tournament in
December 2021. A real coup was taking out the Auckland
Premier T20 title for a second year, winning against Mount Albert
Grammar School and remaining unbeaten in the T20 format
across both terms.

The Second Xl has performed consistently, making it to the
final in Term 1 with an unfortunate loss to Westlake Boys and
are on track to make it to the Term 4 final, hopefully this time
enjoying the success of a win. Playing in the same grade and
with a very young team, the Third XI has fought hard, narrowly
missing out on joining the Seconds in the Term 1final. Although
entering Term 4 with relatively new teams, both placed well
across the terms thanks to Paresh Vallabh, John Southern and
Nga Kairua who led from the front. All coaches continuously
provide a healthy yet competitive culture, giving players the best
opportunity to excel to the First XI.

In the junior grades, we welcomed two new coaches -

Hayden Gardner and Harry Glassey - to the ranks, both making
a big impression on our Year 9 and 10 Colts and their successes.
The Year 10s showed some very talented individual plays against
top schools and are working on a better team performance to
make it to the 2021 finals.

While both teams experienced mixed results, they had a strong
Term 4 - with special mention to the Year 9 Colts team, who
played in a grade made up of mostly Year 10s and won a tense
final. Both year groups came out of the season showing huge
improvement in their fielding, game awareness and fitness.

Our Junior and Senior T20 morning teams produced some great
results across their competitions. The Year 10 Junior team with
James Reyburn at the helm went into Term 1 winless, however
produced some amazing results throughout Term 1and came out
on top to win their grade emphatically. The Senior Black and Blue
teams had their successes too, despite constant player rotation
due to non-availability.

In addition, we entered two teams in the morning social

T20 Open Mates Xl Competition. Team White, captained by
Jack Carrick (Year 13, Greenbank), was unbeaten and went
on to win the Term 4 grade while Team Yellow, captained

by Anton Hawkins (Year 12, Greenbank) and managed by
Matt Fenton, had a positive season - enjoyed by both players
and their supporters in what was a competitive grade.

A downside to the season was the Girls First XI only managing
to play one game due to three schools pulling out of the
competition. Teachers Tina Semmens and David Norris will
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continue to promote girls cricket heading into 2022, in the hope
that we can see this competition back in action.

Over and above the individual team performances, we
introduced a Term 4 Open Day inviting new Year 9 students

to take a closer look at King’s College cricket facilities and
allowing coaching staff to get a feel for incoming talent. We were
impressed by the turnout and the quality of skill displayed and
anticipate doing this again heading into 2022.

A huge highlight this season was the official opening of the

Dr Hylton Le Grice Cricket Nets which we celebrated with the
annual First XI vs Old Collegians T20 game, followed by a lunch.
| speak on behalf of all students, cricketers and the wider cricket
community that we are extremely appreciative of the generosity
of Dr Hylton Le Grice (St John’s, 1947-51) and other donors in
providing the state-of-the-art facilities. The nets and upgraded
cricket facilities are the result of significant fundraising and
efforts undertaken by the King’s College Cricket Club (KCCC),
which was spearheaded by Old Collegian Phillip Lindberg
(Marsden, 1980-84) and King’s parent Greg Olliver. | believe this
will put King’s College in good stead, allowing cricketers of all
levels access to international-standard facilities.

I’d also like to acknowledge the selection of Muhammad Abbas
(Year 13, Marsden) for the New Zealand Cricket selection Xl

to play against the touring Bangladesh International team.
Although he didn’t get an opportunity with the bat, Muhammad
performed commendably with his bowling and as a result has
also been selected for the NZC U19 training squad for the ICC U19
World Cup in 2022. This is a massive achievement for a King’s
College student to be represented at this level.

In closing, | would like to take this opportunity to say thank you
for the hard work and dedication of each and every coach and
manager involved in the King’s College cricket programme.

Your tireless efforts and commitment after school and on

the weekends is a testament to the success of our players

and teams. Special mention goes out to Mahendra Naidoo,
Paresh Vallabh, John Southern, Nga Kairua, Warren Baas,

Ajaz Haq, Jimmy Alexander, Matt Fenton, Hayden Gardner,
James Reyburn, Harry Glassey, Jacob Samuels, Andrew Massey,
David Norris and Tina Semmens.

Pre-season 2021

Because of travel restrictions the usual Trans-Tasman

took place. None of the opposition posed any problems for the
First XI and all the matches were won with ease. Max Chaplin
and Karl Wallace showed that they were serious contenders for
permanent spots in the team.
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Secondary Schools Premier Competition
-Term1, 2021

This year the competition once again underwent a revamp

with the Gillette Cup qualifiers being decided over a two-term
competition during Terms 1and 4. The eight schools would play
a two-round home-and-away format with the top two teams
playing off for a Gillette Cup spot in Term 4. The King’s First XI|
started this competition as firm favourites, having lost just three
regular players from the previous year. Debuts were awarded

to Karl Wallace, Max Chaplin, Josh Olliver (Year 12, Selwyn) and
Harry Sinclair. As the competition got going, players such as
Liam Denny (Year 11, Peart) and James Nelson (Year 11, Marsden)
were given opportunities. Seb Macdonald (Year 13, Selwyn) was
chosen as captain.

The year kicked off with a huge victory over St Peter’s College.
Openers Harry Sinclair and Achindra Molamure (Year 13, Averill)
blasted their way to a century partnership in this season opener.
The partnership was eventually broken in the 27th over when
Achindra was dismissed for 53 runs. Harry continued to feast on
the loose bowling and secured his century in the 41st over with
the score on 216/2. King’s eventually reached a mammoth 284
runs, which was a match-winning total in this competition. St
Peter’s had no intention of pushing for victory and were bent on
survival but were eventually dismissed in the 49th over for 147
runs. The following week another struggling team, Rangitoto
College, was brushed off easily, earning King’s a one-sided
seven-wicket victory. Louis Anderson (Year 13, Selwyn) was too
much to handle and secured 4 wickets for a mere 11 runs in 6
overs. Max Chaplin picked up 3 for 3in 5 overs.

The third encounter saw St Kent’s visit. They stuttered to 144

all out in 49.3 overs with Seb Macdonald registering another
hat-trick to go with his previous one in November 2020. King’s
lost 5 wickets in pursuit of victory with Achindra Molamure
being the main architect of this run-chase, scoring 77 runs in

a 35-over vigil. He was well supported by Muhammad Abbas
(Year 13, Marsden), who scored 42 runs in a gripping century
partnership. The following week, Rosmini College was brushed
aside with ease as Max Chaplin registered a 5-wicket haul. After
four victories in a row the keenly awaited top-of-the-table clash
saw King’s travel to Mount Albert Grammar. The home team
was asked to bat first on a wet pitch after a delayed start and
was rocked by a Louis Anderson double strike in the 10th over.
When Nick Tapper (Year 12, Greenbank) combined with Patrick
Maher (Year 13, School) to remove the in-form opposition
skipper in the 13th over, Mount Albert looked unlikely to reach
triple figures. Brave batting and 21 extras saw them reach 133
for 8 in the allotted 48 overs. The skipper, Seb Macdonald, was
experimented with as an opener to accompany Achindra, but
both were dismissed by the 9th over. Karl Wallace played a vital
hand with Muhammad Abbas while King’s registered their 3
century partnership for the year with both batsmen being 48 not
out and 29 not out, respectively.

King’s were the outright leaders of the competition when

they visited Westlake Boys. This was expected to be a tough
encounter as the home team fielded five players who played

in the Gillette Cup finals in 2020. After a few early errors that
were not punished Achindra Molamure played a masterful
innings in almost carrying his bat when he stroked his way to an
entertaining 115 runs in 142 balls. He was there from the outset,
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accompanied by Seb Macdonald, who departed in the 5th over.
Achindra was then involved in four significant partnerships - 58
runs with Josh Olliver, 47 runs with Muhammad Abbas, 39 runs
with Karl Wallace and finally 59 runs with Nick Tapper. Nick
Tapper and Patrick Maher punished the bowling in the dying
over, with strikes rates of 120 and 258 respectively. Patrick
Maher bludgeoned the first three balls he faced for successive
6’s. In pursuit of a rather difficult 260 runs for victory, Westlake
struggled to keep up with the required run rate as King’s offered
very little respite. Toby Irvine’s (Year 13, Greenbank) four-wicket
haul ensured that King’s dominated this match and once he
broke the niggly 67 run 4" wicket partnership the hosts went
into freefall as the next 6 wickets fell for 15 runs. The control,
calmness and expertise of Tom Paranthoiene (Year 13, Marsden),
the keeper, continues to shine whenever King’s takes the field
and his outstanding glovework, especially to the spinners, is a
catalyst for most of these crushing victories.

The final match of the first round was a midweek affair against
Auckland Grammar at home. Auckland Grammar won the toss
and their opening attack came out firing from all cylinders. King’s
was rocked by the fall of a clutter of wickets in the early overs
and could not string together a meaningful partnership to slow
the visiting attack. Nick Tapper offered some resistance and was
beginning to consolidate with Karl Wallace when he was adjusted
to be stumped at 55/4. Thereafter King’s showed little resistance
and was dismissed for a paltry 92 runs in 41 overs. Auckland
Grammar secured their first win against King’s after a three-year
drought with a well-deserved six wicket victory. The last match
of the term saw a patchy win against St Peter’s and rain washed
out the return fixture against Rangitoto College.

The skipper, Seb Macdonald,
controlled proceedings masterfully to wrest the initiative from
Mount Albert Grammar. At 8/3 in the third over, King’s was guilty
of creating unnecessary drama. Nick Tapper and new opener
Toby Irvine added a game-changing 51 runs for the fourth wicket
when Tapper was run out. Toby meanwhile was relishing the rare
opportunity to bat for the First Xl, let alone open the innings. He
played with flair and freedom and dominated every partnership
that he was involved in. Unfortunately, his was the next wicket

to fall bringing Mount Albert Grammar right back into the match
with the score on 61/5 - 23 runs from victory and in fading light.
The next three wickets fell in a clump. King’s was now looking
marooned on 69/8. Once again Patrick Maher came to the rescue
and, together with the skipper, ensured that a well-deserved
victory was achieved in the 18th over with 13 balls to spare.

The team will relish the opportunity to compete for a Gillette
Cup spot in December this year and at the moment occupy top
position having a superior run rate to St Kent’s. Six matches that
remain in Term 4 will determine the top two teams that will vie
for the highly sought-after Gillette Cup Finals.

We almost made it!

With all but one round of fixtures being played in
2021, it was almost a return to a regular season for our
10 football teams which played in the College Sport
Auckland competitions. Unfortunately, it was the final
round of fixtures that was unable to be played on

21 August.

The Boys’ First XI, coached for the third year by Mr Aaron
McFarland, again played in the Auckland Senior Al competition,
with only a small number of returning players from last season’s
team. From the season’s first match, which resulted in a 4-2
victory at Waitakere College, the team then faced some growing
pains as, after match four, the team had earned just 4 points
from a possible 12 which put them in a situation where they were
closer to the bottom than the top! However, the team’s character,
defensive performance, and goalscoring promise all combined
to see the First XlI thereafter go unbeaten and achieve 2nd
position on the league table when the season was curtailed with
one fixture remaining. Two match highlights of the First XI Boys
team’s performances were the 1:1 draw and 1-nil victory achieved
over Macleans College, who were the other leading team.

The Girls’ First XI, coached by Mr Daniel Rattray, again played

in the Senior A2 competition as the previous year’s significantly
disrupted season had prevented any promotion opportunity.
The team played against a mix of First XI teams from the smaller
schools and Second XI teams from the bigger football schools.
After playing 11 matches, with six wins, three draws, and just two
losses, the team finished as the 1st-placed First XI Team, and
were competing in the top four play-offs until the COVID-19 Delta
outbreak intervened. This means the goal of achieving a Senior
Al promotion play-off opportunity for the 2022 season has

been achieved.

Our Senior B Boys team, coached by Mr Daniel Simunic, played
in the Central East Zone competition and won five of their eleven
matches to be in 4th place in the Championship when the season
was curtailed. There were two Senior C Boys teams managed
by Mr Jacob Samuel and Mr Omar Gardner, playing in the Senior
C Central East zonal competitions, with both teams playing 11
matches. There was also a second girls’ team, coached by Mr
David Norris, which played in the Senior C Girls competition, and
achieved two wins and four draws. For me, retaining this number
of Senior C teams is really pleasing because these young men
and women are choosing to play, rather than having to play, in
their senior years.

The Year 11A team played in the 15A2 Championship with

the focus of the coach, Mr Rowan Adams, clearly on player
development for future First XI teams. The team achieved six
wins and one draw from the nine matches played to finish in

3rd place. In the Year 10 age grade, the 14A team was coached
by Mr Mike Stewart, assisted by Student Coach Max Chaplin
(Year 13, Greenbank), and played in the Al Division. The constant
disruption of players attending Year 10 Camp continues to
impact on the team’s performance at this level. The 13A team
was, for the final time, coached by the experienced coach Mr
Nga Kairua and assisted by Student Coach Louis Smith (Year
13, Greenbank). The team had a cohort of really talented players
who played what Mr Kairua described as “sublime possession-

based football”. Mr Kairua has now retired from his coaching
tenure, which started at King’s in the mid-2000s, and my thanks
go to him for his wonderful service to King’s Football. We also
had a Year 9B team, which was coached by Mr Eric Jeffery and
assisted by Student Coach Quinn Grainger (Year 13, Parnell), and
played in the 13B Central-East competition.

On behalf of all 10 teams and their players, | would like to express
my gratitude to all staff who coached or managed teams for their
commitment and enthusiasm throughout the season.

Our annual House Football tournaments were due to be played at
the end of the season, but due to the Level 4 lockdowns caused
by the Delta outbreak, both these events had to be cancelled.

At the season-end Football Prize-giving, the 2021 recipient of

the ‘Duggan Award for Outstanding Service to Football’ was
Quinn Grainger, who played in the First XI Boys team over three
seasons.

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Rowing

As a rowing club we talk about ‘the aggregation

of marginal gains’ or, put simply, the philosophy

of searching for a tiny margin of improvement in
everything we do. So often we look for big changes or
big improvements but it’s usually the little things that
add up to something far bigger. It’s the small things
we are doing as a rowing club, like turning up on time
to a training session or making sure the last stroke

of the session is better than the one before, that are
starting to be reflected in our performances on and off
the water.

It was clear at the start of the 2020/21 season that the team
was focused and committed to continuing to build on what the
rowing club had achieved the season before. The number of
students (boys and girls) rowing has increased steadily each
season, which has started to create a competitive environment
for a seat in top boats.

King’s enjoyed a successful season on the water with medals won
at the North Island Club Champs in the Boys U15 Quad, Boys U17
Single Scull and Men’s Intermediate Coxed Four. Eleven crews
medalled at the Head of Harbour Regatta and the Boys U16 Quad
won a silver medal at the NZ Schools Rowing Championships

at Lake Karapiro. There’s been tremendous progress with the
eight’s programme and it was fantastic seeing a Boys U18 Eight
racing in the B final at the Maadi Cup. Mixing the U16, U17 and
U18 boys into one large squad this season has helped to raise the
standard and drive the competition for seats across ALL boats,
not just the eights. It’s this healthy internal competition that is
helping to make our boats go that much faster.

The novice boys made good progress this season despite the
disruptions to their Learn to Row programme which had to

be cancelled after only a few sessions due to the COVID-19
lockdown in March. Their progress was once again impacted by
the various COVID-19 Alert Levels and restrictions in Auckland,
which undoubtedly had a negative effect on their racing
preparations this season. We did have strong performances from
the Boys U15 Quad, however, who won silver at the North Island
Rowing Championships and placed 3 in the B final at the Maadi
Cup. A number of the crew also raced in the Boys U18 Novice
Quad who placed 3 in the B final at Maadi too. Well done to all
the boys in the Novice/U15 squad.

We’ve seen a resurgence in the girls programme this season
thanks to the addition of eight new girls to the squad, bringing
the total number of girls rowing to 10. Five of the girls were
complete novices when they started rowing in September and
the rest have only been rowing for a season or two, making

their on-water performances this season something to be very
proud of indeed. Te Aria Jackson (Year 13, Marion Bruce) had

an outstanding season racing in the Women’s Intermediate and
Girls U17 Single Scull, bearing in mind that this was only Te Aria’s
second season rowing. Te Aria regularly featured in the top three
in her respective events.

The COVID-19 restrictions in February had a major impact on
the rowing season once again, resulting in the mid-regatta
cancellation of the Aon Junior Regatta and of course the North
Island Secondary Schools Champs were cancelled, which was
a massive disappointment for all. | would like to acknowledge
the way the rowers managed this challenging time and the
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uncertainty around the last part of the season. | have no doubt
that many found it a difficult time but overall | was impressed
with the way that our rowers simply got on with the job of
staying fit and strong. It was encouraging to see so many rowers
logging into the Zoom fitness sessions that the coaching team
hosted or posting videos of their latest training exploits in order
to motivate their fellow team-mates.

Off the water it’s been wonderful seeing the positive, supportive
dynamic that is developing between the boys and girls and

this in turn is helping to create a more cohesive environment

for everyone. The rowing club culture has never been better.

So, while the on-water performances and medal count are
undoubtedly important measures of success, that success
would not be possible without the right environment and | truly
believe that we are on the right track as far as the club culture

is concerned.

Season Report

The season once again was disappointingly interrupted
by an Alert Level 4 lockdown which left us with the last
round and play-off games being cancelled.

The First XV had confirmed their play-off spot in the top

four, finishing 3rd on the table. 5A, with four teams in their
competition, were sitting in 2nd place, pushing for a home semi.
Both 1R and U15 Restricted were striving for play-off spots,
sitting 4th on the table in their respective competitions when the
season came to a sudden end.

This year King’s Rugby maintained nine teams throughout all
grades, consistent with the previous year. There was a high-
quality coaching group and a good combination of external and
internal coaches throughout all grades, with several experienced
coaches; Kevin Putt, Daryl Williams and Boaz Raela adding
value to the young grades. For the first time in many years,
King'’s fielded an Under 14 Open side. This was a requirement
after it was noted at the weigh-in that we had a heavy Year 9
group with many not eligible for the 6A and U15R teams.

The Coaches Inset Meeting held at the start of Term 2 was well-
received by all coaches. It was good to deliver the King’s Rugby
values and protocols to all, while also having Jimmy Alexander
deliver the health and safety brief and guest speaker, referee
Marcus Playle, deliver an informative presentation on the law
changes and focuses for 2021. This proved to be a very valuable
session and many coaches appreciated having the clarity of a top
referee on hand for questions. Marcus refereed the Premier Club
Rugby final this year, so we were lucky to have one of Auckland’s
best referees come and share his knowledge.

During Term 2 there were several position-specific sessions held
for grade players: scrum technique with Dion Kingi and Grant
Henson, tackle technique, post-tackle reaction and throwing

for hookers with myself. We also had kicking sessions with our
specialist kicking coach Jono Hickey.

| would like to continue these skills sessions from Term 1 onwards
next year, and am hopeful to include coaches and players from
the King’s community.

As the season commenced there were early concerns expressed
from many grade coaches around the lack of conditioning

our grade players had had, whether this was due to of a lack

of pre-season training or lost playing and development time
during lockdowns in 2020. It was evident that this area will
need to improve going forward. A lot of work will need to be
put in with these younger year groups over the next six months,
especially after the current lockdown, with a focus on continually
developing and improving their conditioning and skill levels,
which were low at the start of the season. There are off-season
summer programmes available from SchoolBox for all students
to utilise over the holidays.

The early morning pre-season sessions that were held in the last
four weeks of Term 1 were not compulsory, and it was difficult to
get numbers due to the 6.30am starts. These sessions averaged
20 to 30 students of a possible 100 plus, which encompassed the
four junior teams registered this year. Next year | will look into
other avenues to engage our younger grade players earlier in the
year in order to prepare better them for the season.
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The Under 15 Open side was heavily impacted by students
attending Year 10 Camp, which is an area we will address
internally to try to manage the distribution and balance of winter
sport students over the duration of the season.

We are also planning new ways to engage and increase contact
time with Year 9s and other students through our Period 6 Core
Sport and PE classes, with a focus on specific skill development
in their chosen sport. Year 10 APC has been a successful initiative
in this area, giving me valuable and much needed contact time
with those boys.

The Second XV, after a slow start, had a big win against Auckland
Grammar, taking home the College Rifles Cup in a Friday night
lights affair hosted by Rifles. Some of the Year 11 boys are
showing good development. Unfortunately, they did not display
the same weekly preparation and intensity for the rest of the
season, finishing with three losses. The injury toll in the First XV
also affected the player availability for the Second XV. A few
young players were called upon by the First XV which depleted
their numbers, but also gave these players an opportunity to
experience 1A Rugby.

In Term 2 | attended and assisted in a couple of training sessions
at King’s School with the First and Second XV squads comprised
of Year 7 and Year 8 boys. This was a great opportunity to
connect with them and assist in the learning and development
of some potential King’s College students. | look forward to
continuing this connection with King’s School next year - it was
fantastic to meet some of the young brothers of the boys who |
have coached over the years here at King’s.

A particular word of thanks to the grounds staff for the way the
No. 1 field was presented for the 125th traditional game against
Sacred Heart College and the televised game against Saint
Kentigern College.

Thanks also to Mr Paul Stanton for his ongoing hard work and
support, hosting the functions around the 125th traditional
game against Sacred Heart and preparing the First XV
aftermatch functions.

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First XV

Mr Mark Kennelly reports:

The First XV season ended with a 56-5 demolition of Mount
Albert Grammar School at their home ground. It was a significant
performance considering how we had played in the previous
fixtures. After the loss to Kelston Boys we tweaked our game
plan, which involved three crucial changes. Two of the changes
were the return to full line-outs and a conventional backline
attack from scrums. Both changes enabled our back-four much
more space and time with the ball. Six of the eight tries were
scored by our outside backs in a performance that would have
been the template for how we would have played St Peter’s
College and then the 1A final at Eden Park.

For the first time since 1895, the 1A championship was not
decided on the pitch, but by College Sport, who voted to award
the championship to Kelston Boys after the season was curtailed
because Auckland entered a Level 4 lockdown. We had beaten
Mount Albert on the Saturday and the following Wednesday we
went into a lockdown that ended the First XV season.

Finals footy is the strength of the 1A and my old adage - “it’s not
who wins the first two games of the season, but the last two”

- is what determines how King’s builds, prepares and plans our
season. The goal is to make the semi-finals with a game plan and
set piece in place that will give us the best chance of winning the
last two games of the 1A. Based on our performances against
Mount Albert, who had only lost one game until we scored eight
tries at their home ground, and the game against Kelston, we
were the form team in the competition and potentially in the best
position to win the last two games of the season.

This year was the celebration of 125 years of First XV rugby at
King’s. To mark this milestone, we played Sacred Heart College.
This was a tremendous day that celebrated the importance of the
First XV in the history of King’s College and recognised the teams
who had worn the maroon jersey before us. It was appropriate

at the jersey presentation at the beginning of the season, hosted
by Bayleys Real Estate, that our sponsors were given a framed
photo of the 1896 team (average weight 58kg). We beat Sacred
Heart 22-5 on the back of an outstanding defensive effort. The
victory meant we won the Fitzpatrick-Kirkpatrick Cup, the first
time since 2015.

The following week we went down 24-21to Auckland Grammar.
Despite the majority of possession and territory in the dying
stages, we were unable to turn that pressure into points, so
Grammar retained the Cooper-Greenbank Cup. We had a penalty
out in front to draw the game with 2-3 minutes to play; however,
we took a quick tap. A number of people asked after the game,
“why didn’t we kick the penalty and take the draw?” This was not
the attitude of the player who took the quick tap, as his response
after the game was, “l wanted to win”. In my book, you can’t fault
that attitude as it manifests a spirit that makes a big winning
difference in the last two games of the season.

The next game was against Saint Kentigern College at home, our
third Sky TV game for the year. The game marked co-captain
Che Clark’s (Year 13, Parnell) 50th appearance for the team and
a 31-28 win. Down by three and in need of something special, No.
8 Jarius losefa (Year 12, Averill) produced a barnstorming run
from inside our own half as King’s tore down the field. losefa’s
break created space down the left flank and that allowed Maikel
Tuala (Year 13, Averill) to complete his brace as King’s went back
in front 31-28. The win was the fifth from six matches in the 1A
competition, which placed us in 2nd position.

We played St Peter’s College on the last Saturday of the Term 2
holidays. The previous week we had beaten Palmerston North
Boy’s High comfortably at home, 36-16. We did not attend
school in the lead-up to the St Peter’s game. We trailed nil-12
at the break, but scored twice after half-time to make the score
8-12. We then started to dominate the game; however, a turnover
allowed St Peter’s to clear their line and a late try sealed the
win for St Peter’s. The St Peter’s forwards battered us, which
resulted in a number of injuries. We had to make five changes
to the starting team, all were injured, for the game against
Kelston Boys.
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The game against Kelston highlighted the tremendous leadership
of our co-captains: Chicago Doyle (Year 13, Parnell) and Che
Clark. It is hard to separate the dual impact the two students
have had on the First XV over the last four years. Both Chicago
and Che have been in the team since Year 10; in fact, Che played
a game for the First XV as a Year 9. Che played 55 games and
Chicago 37.1n 2018, both students played their way into the
starting First XV at the beginning of the year, which didn’t go
down too well with the older students. One player, who made
the NZ Schools, didn’t start the first game because Chicago

was playing so well. We were expecting great things from Che
and Chicago this year, and they were outstanding. Chicago’s try
against Kelston that tied the game was one of the best tries we
have scored over the last four years. It was a key reason for us
tweaking our game plan for the Mount Albert game. Che just
fronted up every week at line-out time, carrying the ball close or
wide and on defence. It was fitting that the last play of the game
this year by the First XV involved Che running 60m to score
under the posts. The Mount Albert result was a fitting tribute to
their commitment to this team over the last four years. Chicago’s
goal-kicking improved tremendously throughout the year. Both
players were selected in the NZ Secondary Schools team.

| must make mention of the Kelston game. Kelston was unbeaten
for the season when we travelled out West to play them. We

had to make four changes in the forwards from the game vs St
Peter’s and our influential first five, Budda Doyle (Year 13, Peart),
was also out due to injury! During the game, we lost two more
forwards to concussion! The team just fronted up, kicked our
penalties and scored an outstanding set-piece try from within
our 22m to tie the game, 17-all, with 5 minutes to play. For the
last five minutes we dominated the game, and were awarded a
penalty 40m out on the angle, into the wind. Up steps Chicago
Doyle to take the penalty. The referee had said, “final play” -
once again the team wanted to win, so chose to kick for goal.
Chicago hit the ball brilliantly and everyone in the crowd thought
it was going over; alas, at the last moment the ball was carried by
the wind just off target and preceded to hit the upright Tm above
the cross-bar! From the rebound Kelston went multi-phases and
scored. We lost 17-22! In the changing shed after the game all the
boys could talk about was the opportunity to play Kelston again.
It is not who wins the first two games of the season, but the last
two games that counts!

The following is a summation of the backs by
Mr Andre Morris, the backs’ coach.

The King’s College First XV backs would provide a mixture of
experience and youth heading into the 2021 season.

The new halfback combination of Callum Murray (Year 12,
Selwyn) and Budda Doyle would be instrumental in how the
team would play throughout the season and complemented
our unique game plan, which has been proven over the last
four years.

With Callum providing quick ball this gave Budda the ability

to provide opportunities for our midfield Francis Manuleleua
(Year 12, Peart) and Ali Leiataua (Year 13, Peart), outside backs
Chicago Doyle, Maikel Tuala, Jonty Willis (Year 12, Selwyn), Trey
Alatini (Year 12, Marsden) and Brodey Warren (Year 11, Peart).
Budda’s long passes gave us the opportunity to strike wide and
score. His leadership, confidence and experience allowed the
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backs to thrive on attack during the season. He was rewarded
with selection in the Auckland under-18 representative team.

Our midfield combination of Ali Leiataua and Francis Manuleleua
was arguably the best in Auckland, if not the country. Ali led our
defence with some bone-crunching hits on the opposition and
was part of our leadership group. Ali scored some superb tries
on the back end of some sweeping moves, along with another
midfield enforcer, Francis, who was rewarded with selection in
the NZ Secondary Schools team. Francis matured this year as a
player. Well-known for his attacking and kicking ability, he was
equally deft on defence - saving many a certain try through
sheer determination. He returns next year as a senior leader of
the team.

The outside backs combination comprised Chicago Doyle, Maikel
Tuala and Jonty Willis, who was in his first year. A seasoned
veteran of four years in the First XV, Chicago was always going to
be a threat in attack and defence. Chicago led our attack for the
backs and was co-captain of the First XV, along with Che Clark.

Chicago mesmerised and tormented defence systems and
opponents, turning them inside and out and along the way
scoring tries unequalled in the competition. A new and valued
addition to his game was his goal-kicking this year. His well-
earned and deserved selection in the NZ Secondary Schools
team was one up from his selection in the NZ Barbarian team
in 2020.

Maikel Tuala, fresh from winning the Auckland 100m title, made
the left wing his own. When put into open space Maikel would
leave his opponents in his wake. He combined well on the edges
with Chicago and Che, finishing many scoring opportunities.
Maikel’s outside break against Kelston in the dying moments

of the game gave Chicago the space to run 40m to score in the
corner, thus levelling the game.

Jonty Willis became more confident as the season progressed
and developed into one of the best quiet achievers in the team.
Although he started the season on the right wing, many of his
cameos off the bench provided immediate impact and proved
the difference. In the game versus Mount Albert Grammar, Jonty
scored two tries on the right edge from the bench in a must-win.
He returns next year.

Trey Alatini provided cover in several positions more than
adequately this year when required to. In his first year playing at
this level, Trey covered 10 and 15 when Chicago and Budda were
out injured for several weeks. Not many players can play one
position well, let alone several, at the drop of a hat. Trey adapted
well in all positions asked of him to play. He was courageous and
mighty in defence, and slippery on attack.

Jack Elliott (Year 12, Peart), a true team man, never gave up
and had a positive attitude throughout the year. He added

real pressure on the selectors every week through his grit and
determination, and improved as the season progressed. He will
be pushing for a starting position next year. His calm manner on
the field is an asset too.

Brodey Warren, a converted wing from flanker, added real starch
to our defence on the right edge. Brodey’s form warranted his
selection and was too good to ignore. He scored two tries on his
debut and constantly punched through holes on attack. Brave
on defence, he often punched above his weight along with

Trey Alatini.
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The following is a report on the forwards by Messrs
Scott Palmer and Dion Kingi, the forwards’ coaches:

The 2021 King’s First XV forward pack consisted of 12 new
players blooded to First XV rugby. This included several
positional changes for a number of players taking up the
challenge of entering the front row. Former No.8 and third-year
team member Bradley Fifita (Year 13, Averill) moved to tight-
head prop, Sam Power (Year 13, Major) switched from hooker
to loose-head prop, Senio Pulega (Year 13, Parnell) and Zairon
Savaka (Year 12, Peart) both loose forwards with the Second
XV in 2020 moved to hookers, and young Year 11 up-and-comer
Daniel Wyber (Year 11, School) made the switch from an Under
15 No.8 to become a versatile prop on both sides of the scrum
in 2021. With returnees Che Clark, Jarius losefa, Seb Macdonald
(Year 13, Selwyn), Matt Monaghan (Year 13, Parnell) and

Caleb Pearson (Year 12, St John’s) all back, the loose forward
and locking department was always going to be very strong
and experienced.

The pre-season tour was a good tester for our new pack and
while we were challenged well against Otago Boys’ High in our
first game, we responded well as a pack, especially repelling
some strong line-out drives and fronting with some big scrums
defensively, which turned the game.

Southland Boys’ High was a well-drilled and aggressive pack,
who thrived on playing at home and played to their strength,
being their line-out drive. This performance was a good lesson

for our boys, who were disappointed with the way we performed.

Highlights from the tour were the quick transition and growth of
the front row and the developing line-out jumping options. For
our third pre-season and traditional fixture against Christchurch
Boys’ High two changes were made with Te Kiwa Whatuira (Year
13, St John’s) and Seb Su’a (Year 13, Averill) coming into the
starting pack. The bench was fully involved including an all-Year
11 front row of Alfie Taufa (Parnell), Oliver Hatch (Major) and
Daniel Wyber playing the last quarter together and performing
well; great signs for the future.

Our last pre-season game saw a highly motivated pack travel to
Wellington and lift for the challenge of playing the Wellington
champs. A dominant set-piece game plan and some individual
brilliance from Jarius losefa in open play at No.8 produced an
outstanding performance and fine win; sadly he would miss the
first two games of the season with injury.

Loose forward Scott Sheffield-Gray (Year 12, Selwyn) stepped
into No.8, debuting in the 1A for the first two games. He quickly
showed his athleticism and that his high work rate was up to the
level and he would prove to also be strong off the bench during
the season. Young Year 11 prop Alfie Taufa, who was developing
nicely in pre-season, was tested early in the season, starting
against Dilworth College, and showed a lot of growth until he
was ruled out for the season with a wrist fracture. The new front
row of Sam Power, Senio Pulega and Bradley Fifita grew game
by game, as did their confidence as a combination. Sam Power at
loose head was very meticulous in learning the finer detail of his
new position, anchoring the scrum well and showing some strong
defence over the season.

Senio Pulega (aka Mr Reliable) started in every game, except
when rested on the bench, for the Liston College game. His
dedication and training ethic in the gym and on the field were
outstanding, as he continually pushed himself to improve over
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the season - a player who really took pride in wearing the King’s
maroon jersey every time. Bradley Fifita transitioned from No.8
to tight-head prop and there was no looking back; his strength,
good body position and willingness to learn saw him become a
key figure in the pack, along with his strong ball-carrying ability.
Bradley reached 25 caps over three years in the First XV. This
could’ve been a lot more if it wasn’t for injury in his first year and
a short season last year. We look forward to watching Bradley’s
development as he moves to Canterbury for study and to join
the Academy.

Matthew Monaghan in his second year in the team, played all bar
one game over the 1A season. His hard-nosed attitude and high
work rate made him a key leader in the pack. Matthew’s strong
ball carrying and line running saw him make many metres and

he crossed the try line on several occasions, including a crucial
try in the Auckland Grammar game. His fine form was rewarded
with selection in the NZ Schools team. We look forward to seeing
Matthew do well in the Hawke’s Bay.

Caleb Pearson cemented his spot as lock after one appearance
in 2020; he started 12 games consecutively this season until
sustaining an injury in the St Peter’s game. His encouraging
development over the season was evident as his positional
understanding and execution of his core role improved

game by game. Caleb was also selected in the U18 Auckland
Barbarians Squad.

Co-captain and blindside flanker Che Clark had another stellar
season, leading from the front. He started and played in every
game, showing his immense durability, conditioning and desire
to play for the First XV. Che achieved an incredible milestone in
round 6 against St Kent’s, playing his 50th game for the King’s
College First XV - an achievement only a handful of players had
reached including former All Black Pita Alatini (Marsden, 1989-
93) who presented Che with his special cap at the after-match
function. Che has been a fierce competitor since being in the
team as a Year 10. He has a huge work rate, excellent athleticism
and aerial skills, along with a never-say-die attitude. Che was
selected for the Blues U18s and NZ Schools for the second year
inarow.

Seb Macdonald at openside played in all 15 games, including
starting in 12 of them. As the season progressed so did

his confidence at First XV level and this is reflected in his
performance and increased work rate. Seb is a tenacious
defender and runs good support lines. His surprising speed
and agility with the ball in hand was seen on several occasions
over the season, a highlight being sparking a superb try against
Scots College.

Jarius losefa, a second-year player, cemented his position at
No. 8 this season and had some solid performances, particularly
against Scots, Sacred Heart College and St Kent’s. With his
impressive ball-carrying ability he enabled the team to get

over the gain line, while also being a strong competitor at the
breakdown. Unfortunately injury impacted his season and he
missed four games, including the last two big games of the
season due to a head knock.

Zairon Savaka was another loose forward who converted to
hooker. He was very reliable replacement, bringing lots of
energy and impact when he came on. His throwing improved
considerably over the season, which reflected the hard work
he dedicated in that area. This was highlighted in his two starts
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against Liston and also in our last game against Mount Albert
where he played extremely well.

Daniel Wyber, in his first year as a Year 11 front rower, was the
find of the season. Having been in the rowing programme over
summer he was very committed in Term 1, balancing his training,
and this showed when he took the field.

with the ball in hand. He was rewarded with selection in the
Auckland U18s and we look forward to seeing him progress down
in Canterbury.

Lawrence Sullivan-Pahl (Year 13, Parnell) came into the squad

in round 2 as injury cover and played seven games. His strong
defence and good support lines always shone when he was on
the field. After some strong performances off the bench and
starting against Liston he was rewarded with a start against St
Peter’s; unfortunately he suffered a recurring shoulder injury and
missed the last two games.

With injuries occurring towards the end of the season, player
depth was tested, which brought the introduction of Second

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January - The year began with the excellent news that Averill
House had provided the Head Prefect for the second year
running as Maikel Tuala earned the top job, following in Charles
Cleal’s shoes from 2020.

February - There were some good individual performances

at House Swimming, and we qualified more swimmers for
finals than in the previous two years. Jack Mitchell was our top
performer winning the Senior 50m Breaststroke and also won
a bronze in the 50m Backstroke. Year 9 Henry Wagstaff won
bronze in the Junior 50m Backstroke also. Averill finished 8th
overall, the same position as 2020 with the Seniors the best
performing group finishing 5th, Juniors 6th, our Girls 6th and
Intermediates last. Our Tennis team of Percy Meehan, Johnnie
Parris, Richard Liu, Campbell Harris, Ella Satherley and Sophia
Reade put up some good displays before losing to Major in

the semi-finals.

In House Athletics, Averill is rapidly developing a reputation for
being one of the leading performers, winning the overall title
twice in the last five years, and 2021 was no different as the
House stepped up and in a thrilling finish was just pipped at the
post by Peart and finished runners-up, a marked improvement
from 5th in 2020. Our Girls were our best performers finishing
2nd and missing out on their title by only two points, with

our Juniors a pleasing 3rd, our Seniors 4th and Intermediates
8th. Averill won 12 individual gold medals and five relay gold
medals. Special mention must be made of Siobhan Balle who
won every event she participated in, winning the Girls 1500m,
3000m, 300m Hurdles and the 1000m Steeplechase (in a record
time of 3.14.46) to win the Senior Girls’ Champion Cup for the
second year running. Joseph Dunn won the Intermediate 100m
Hurdles (breaking the school record in a time of 13.99 seconds)
and the High Jump, and went on to win the Intermediate title.
Congratulations to our other gold medallists: Maikel Tuala
(Senior 100m and 200m), Jack Mitchell (Senior 110m and 300m
Hurdles), Bradley Fifita (Senior Shot-Put) and Ethan Zhang
(Junior 1000m Steeplechase). Individual silver medals were
won by Grace Foster (2), Joseph Dunn (2), Ethan Ola (2), Bailey
Liu and Flynn Hamilton-Muller, and bronze medals by Sophie
Mead (2), Tiana Brown, Saia Manu, Ethan Zhang and Ethan Ola.
We also won gold medals in team events: Junior Boys 800m A
(Oscar Neville-White, Ralph Farrands, Ethan Zhang); Senior
Girls 1500m (Siobhan Balle, Ella Satherley, Briana Insley), Senior
Girls 3000m (Siobhan Balle, Scarlett Giffin Munn, Tahara-Jayne
Rusden Rowley); Senior Girls Relay team (Scarlett Giffin Munn,
Tahara-Jayne Rusden Rowley, Siobhan Balle, Amanda Quan,
Grace Foster, Gabriella Marshall, Ruby Coulter, Tiana Brown)
and the Open Relay team of Flynn Hamilton-Muller, Saia Manu,
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Scarlett Giffin Munn, Tiana Brown, Dillon Vaoga, Joseph Dunn,
Maikel Tuala and Sio Vaolupe).

Individually, Maikel Tuala (Senior 100m) and Joseph Dunn
(Intermediate 100m Hurdles) went on to win bronze medals at
the Auckland Champs, while Bradley Fifita (Senior Shot-Put) and
Siobhan Balle (Senior 2000m Steeplechase) both won bronze
medals. COVID-19 lockdowns also hit us in February, a brief
three-day lockdown from 14-17 February, followed by a longer
one from 28 February to 7 March, but there was still time to get
in the key House sport, which was great.

March - In Orienteering, James McGuire won the Intermediate
title with a convincing run, while our Girls team of Siobhan Balle
(3rd), Amanda Quan (4th) and Scarlett Giffin Munn (14th) won
their event. Our Intermediates finished 2nd, our Juniors 6th and
Seniors 9th. Our Senior Touch team lost a thrilling semi-final to
eventual winners Parnell, while our Rowing and Cycling teams
both finished 6th in their events. Achindra Molamure also had a
successful time for the Cricket First XI scoring two centuries and
two fifties, as well as playing a significant part in helping his team
win the Auckland T20 Champs. Maikel Tuala, Dillon Vaoga, Harry
Kaveriri and Jarius losefa were members of the King’s Senior
Touch team that won the Auckland Champs. At the Rowing
Maadi Cup, Baxter McGillivray won a silver medal in the Rowing
Boys Under 16 Coxed Quad Sculls, Jack Mitchell was 5th in the
U17 Single Sculls and went on to an NZ trial, rowing for the North
Island U18 crew. Percy Meehan was a member of the Premier
Boys Tennis team that finished 6th at the nationals.

April = Our Archery team of Daniel Sinclair, Jeremy Smith and
Tyler Ing convincingly won the House title by an incredible 193
points from 2nd-placed Major. Daniel shot particularly well,
shooting 17 bull’s-eyes out of a possible 30 and, at the end of the
month, Nicholas Stuart and Oscar Neville-White starred in the
enjoyable Glee Club performance of The Addams Family with
Tim Fowlie in the band. Also in April, Tim Fowlie was a member
of the King’s Jazz Combo Articul8 that won a gold medal at the
NZ Youth Jazz competition in Tauranga and Ethan Zhang won
four gold medals at the NZ Open Karate Championships. Averill
consistently provides a high number of students for the Kapa
Haka group and 2021 was no exception with nine students -
Joel Kendall, Sione Latu, Saia Manu, Pharaoh Nansen, Lotima
Pome’e, Sione Pome’e, Jaydan Samasoni, Qortezz Tuala and
Dillon Vaoga - performing at the Auckland ASB Polyfest.

May - On Sunday 9 May, following our House Chapel, we had
the official House Opening of our new Averill House, which was
postponed due to COVID-19 earlier in the year. It was a fantastic
day and great to have the new House officially opened by
Averill’s first-ever Housemaster Mr David Canning and first Head
of House Mr Lachlan McLean, as well as four other Foundation
members, and have the Board of Governors, Headmaster,
parents and students at the event.

House Music is always the highlight of Term 2 and the boys did
not disappoint in 2021 with some excellent displays. Our Small
House team of vocalists, Jarius losefa, Joel Kendall, Lotima
